Fall State & Federal Reports

Each year school district administration is faced with completing numerous reports for the Department of
Public Instruction. After each legislative session, additional data is sought and new report forms are generated and
sent out for each school district to complete and submit to the state. These reports include but are not limited to;
annual compliance reports, local agency directories, enrollment, school calendar, employee compensation, federal
title, professional development, suspension, licensed personnel, non-licensed personnel, and direct certification.
The fore-mentioned reports are a fraction of the total number of reports required by DPI and continue to consume
administrative time that could be spent working with staff and students. As farmers have discovered in recent
decades, when an entity accepts Federal or State dollars the amount of paperwork and reporting goes up
exponentially. Schools are no different with reports coming due each month of the school year.

School Board

This year our new school board member Pastor Jodi Myrvik attended the required new school board
member seminar in Bismarck. This training is valuable to new board members as board/superintendent roles are
discussed along with many other pertinent topics discussed relating to serving as an effective school board
member and moving K12 education forward. Pastor Jodi has made a smooth transition to becoming familiar with
the role of the school board and she appears to be eager to continue to grow and contribute to the Edmore School
District.

School Safety

This fall the yellow light located at the intersection of Highway 1 & 17 was removed with a street light
installed as a substitute. Past history indicates that this is a potentially dangerous intersection, therefore, district
personnel contacted ND DOT and asked that they consider adding additional lighting to the intersection. DOT
officials agreed and installed LED stop lights and also activated the LED street light at the intersection. Although
regular travelers will miss the yellow blinking light, the lighting provided by DOT is appreciated.

A second area of concern is highway 17 through the community of Edmore. Vehicle traffic on this stretch of
highway frequently exceeds the posted 25 MPH speed limit. The Edmore School Board is considering installing LED
speed indicators on the East and West end of the city in the hopes that drivers will observe posted speed signs and
slow down. LED speed indicators have proven to be effective measures to assist drivers in slowing down when
traveling through a community, residential area, and school zones. The administration has contacted ND DOT but
funding is unavailable at this time. The school board and administration will continue to look for funding sources
to help offset the $6,000.00 cost for the speed indicators.

On behalf of the Edmore school board, staff, and students, we would like to thank the Edmore patrons for their
continued support.

12.4.3). The Constitutional Convention 1787 was a big moment in United
States history. It was during this time the Constitution was written, the same
Constitution we follow today. The Convention is always an event | try to stress. Each year we
hold our own little “Constitutional Convention”. Students are assigned a member of the 1787
Convention. They research this member and take on their views on certain topics —
representation, slavery, and a Bill of Rights. Each student has certain criteria they must research
and prepare, but they are given free rein to comment on issues not assigned to them. The caveat
is when they debate they must use the views of their assigned person. When all the research is
done, and the speeches are prepared we hold a Convention. We shut our windows, lock our door,
and swear to keep all information inside the meeting hall (a.k.a — the classroom) — would not
want to spread information to the press before all meetings are finalized. Students file in, find
their seats and the introductions and debates begin. We take an entire period to debate before we
take our final votes on the issues.

One of my favorite parts of the
project is how much control students have
over their learning. The class is almost
entirely student-led. Students will take it
upon themselves to stand up and debate on
matters that are not even assigned to them.
Our Convention this year was a blast. We
set the mood by closing the windows and
keeping a serious atmosphere much like N
our Founding Fathers. The students went all out — dressing up or dressmg the part preparing
extra pieces of debate, and trying to incorporate fun bits of information to keep everyone’s
attention. | already cannot wait to do with my next POD class.
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Miss Gaukler’s English Classes

Since the last newsletter, the 6"-11" grades finished up their novel studies. We then entered my
favorite teaching/learning unit so far, which is creative writing! For this unit, I have had the students
doing bell ringers, which were usually creative. I would sometimes put up a story hook (the first few
lines of a super intense story) and have them finish what would happen next. I also added mini
grammar lessons as a refresher or as new information. The major paper that the students are finishing
up by October 26" is a narrative. I gave them the option of either writing a personal narrative (a story
that actually happened to them), or a creative story (a story they made up themselves). Most students
decided to write a creative story and it has been a real treat to read what my students have come up
with using their own creativity. Each story has a personal touch and uniqueness to them that reflect the
students that wrote them. The Edmore students have definitely used the creative side of their brain
vigorously this second half of the quarter and I am very pleased with the writing results and the
enjoyment and positivity I have received from each student.

The next unit we are starting 1s a speech unit. I will have students watch and discuss very
famous and nspirational speeches, learn about influential speakers, and create speeches of their own.
The students will better their public speaking skills and strengthen their knowledge of speeches and
speakers that have changed the world.
